




UPDATE  ON  ARON

Aron, a baby in our care who has hydrocephalus, flew to Nigeria this past 
month for medical treatment that is not available in Sierra Leone.  Thanks to 
donations from our supporters, Aron was able to have a CT scan and medical 
evaluation by a neurosurgeon at the Lagos University Teaching Hospital.  

It was expected that Aron would have surgery while in Nigeria, but after a more 
thorough evaluation, the doctor felt that Aron was progressing very well on his 
own – and his head circumference is not increasing.  Aron is now holding his 
head up on his own and is beginning to sit alone as well.  This is developmen-
tally on target with his age.  The doctor feels that Aron’s medical condition was 
caused by some trauma at birth, but that Aron may very well begin to catch 
up with his head size now – without surgical intervention.  The doctor has 
asked that Aron fly to Nigeria for check-ups every six months, and if necessary, 
surgery will be performed at a later date.  

In the meantime, we have the funds to facilitate Aron’s trips to Nigeria 
because of your gifts – and we will continue to care for Aron and keep you 
posted on his progress.
